Ifit is from the joints - tighten the fastening brackets, re-install the reducer, and check the tightness with soap solution.

Do notallow the gas hose and the electric cable of the stove to pass through the areas that are heated, especially
through the back of the stove.

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USING COOKTOP FOR GAS BURNERS:

The usage of the respective burner (front or rear) is determined by the corresponding buttons (handles) and symbols
are located on the control panel. The gas burner controlled by each of the knobs is indicated by a symbol. To ignite the
burner, it is necessary to push and twist the respective knob clockwise to the position of the maximum flame A+
symbol.The knob is held down and a spark is added to the burner. After the ignition button is held for 5-1 D seconds,
then itis depressed. The flame can be adjusted to the position of a small flame 8. Switch off the device by extinguishing
the flame by twisting the corresponding knob clockwise until it stops

If your cooktop equipped with burners that operates with gas, appropriate knob should be used in order to ignite the
burners. Some models have automatic ignition from the knoby; it is easy to ignite the burner by turning the knob. Also,
burners can be ignited by pressing the ignition button or they can be ignited with a match.

- First turns the thumb of the reducer valve.

- Second, a match is lit and passed to the burner
